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your listings -
FREE how to guide



So, | bet you've seen other sellers with heaps of big clear photos in the middle of their listings and
wondered how did they do that, or how can they afford that.

This guide was written with eBay in mind, but once you learn how to do it, you can add free
photos to any site’s listings.

Ebay Australia charge $0.25c for each additional photo. You get the first one for free, but if you
wish to include more than one, the bill starts to add up quickly.

It's the old catch 22, you know that the more photos you provide for your buyers the more chance
you will have of selling your item, but at the same time you need to keep your fees as low as
possible.

For OZtion, you get three photos for free, but they are the little thumbnails the buyers have to
click and then back all of the way out of when they are done. With adding your own photos, you
can use the size and positioning you choose.

As a buyer | like photos next to the description so that as | am reading about the item, | can see it.
It helps buyers create an emotional attachment to your item and make them more likely to make
the decision to buy.

The principal behind adding extra photos, is simple, you are hosting the photo somewhere else
and are linking to it in their listing. It is not a text link it is an image link, so that it displays to the
buyers just like a paid for photo would.

Using image links, you can control how many photos, how big they are and where you put them.

| know you are thinking - "I don't know how to do technical stuff, I'd never be able to do that", well
you can, it is easy and | have shown many of my students how to do it, normally within minutes.
These are people, that thought they couldn't ever do anything as "complicated" as that.

The reason, | don't charge for this ebook - even though it will save you heaps in ebay and other
auction site fees, is that it is common knowledge that this exists. Most people once they have
been trading for any period of time, will either ask someone or get told by someone, how to do
this.

The thing is it is not quick (or that easy) to write down - really simple to show someone face to
face, but slow to write it out each time.

This is the guide | give to my students and | thought other people would benefit from it as well.

Feel free to pass this ebook along to anyone else you feel it would help. The only thing | ask is
that you don't try to sell it, that is not fair to me, who did sit down and write this, or to the person
who buys it from you.




Ok, just quickly, I'll run through the eBay rules on doing this.

You would think that they would be against this, as every photo that you add on your own is $0.25
less you are giving them, but in fact they allow you to host your own.

You need to be careful as to comply with their policies on what sort of photos you can use, for
example, you may not add your website name to the photo, or anything to encourage sales off
site.

You also can use lewd or indecent images, you must only use your own images or images to
which you have been given express permission to use.

Other than that the sky is the limit - let your photos do your selling for you!




Ok, so you know how it's done, but you need to find somewhere to host your photos so you can
then link to them.

Most people with their internet access, will be given member space for free, you can use this,
though some Internet services providers don't make the interface very user friendly.

What the majority of people will do is use a company that offers free or cheap photo hosting.
There are loads out there, here are some of them, starting with my personal choice, which is
photobucket. This is the one that | will be using as an example and the one the majority of AU
eBay users rely on.

You will be amazed at what is on offer totally for free.

Why did | choose Photobucket?

Actually | came across photobucket on a recommendation from a person posting on the ebay
forum boards and thought I'd give it a try. It is easy, it is free (or you can pay for a premium
membership and get extra benefits for about US$25pa).

It is reliable. | have used them for 3 years now and only maybe twice, | can think of they were
down for a short period. They put an announcement on their site, keeping all of their members
informed and they fixed the problem ASAP - not bad for a free service.




First thing is to sign up for photobucket. You can click on the logo above to register.

Once you open your account, the first thing you will see is this page;
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my album | renew | tools and tips | browse
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The adds around it will vary with the seasons. With all free accounts you will see adds inside your
account - don't worry, you will not get any on the photos you link too.

To upload photos into your photobucket account, click on the browse button;
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Upload Images = Videos

Choose an image (or a video)
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Add mhore immages [or upload from a web url)
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w Max Image Size 17" Screen (1024 x 752




This will take you to your own hard drive, like ebay does when you are adding a photo into the
listing normally.

Choose the photo you want and click "open", them click on the upload button.

To add more than one photo at a time click on the "add more images" link underneath the browse
box, this will cause multiple browse boxes to open;

To upload even more at one time click on the "Add even more here" link.




Once you have uploaded your photo/s you will see them displayed in your "bucket" like this;
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You will see three pieces of code underneath each photo, URL, Tag and IMG.

The one will be using to add the photo into your ebay or oztion listing is the middle piece of code -
the Tag code.

Copy that code, but clicking it once and then using either control+C or by selecting copy from the
edit menu. For Mac users, sorry | am a PC girl, but | sure you will know how to copy and paste
things.

Ok, next step is to put that into your listing.




If you use the eBay SYI (sell your item) form, firstly you need to be looking at the html code.

Go to the very top or the very bottom of that code and paste in the code that you copied from
photobucket.

Change over to standard view and you will see your photo at the very top or very bottom of your
listing (whichever you choose).




For example | will take the middle photo of the white t-shirt and paste the code for that at the top
of the "enter your own html" section;

You can see that, when | flip it over to the "Standard view", it is showing at the top of the page.;

If | want to move it | simply click on it once, cut it (control+X) and then find the section in my listing
where | would like it to be, in this case in the middle of my text, and then paste it (control+V).

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This is the description for a really great t-shirt!

It's white and has a blue print, you will love it

You can see it is now right in the middle.
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If | think the picture is to big or small, | can adjust the photo's size easily, by clicking on it once.
This will give my 8 little squares around the photo;

| can drag any of those squares out by clicking and holding my click on the square and dragging
the square with my mouse.




If you make new listings by copying the last one you did, you can speed this process up by simply
changing the photo name within the code on ebay. It is not as hard as it sounds.

You will notice that once photo's Tag will look almost the same except for the image name.
For example this is the code for the t-shirt;

This is the tag for a different photo;

Your code will look different to mine, as you will be using a different account, with a different user
name. However, you will notice that the only thing that is different between the two images is the
name is the jpg, in this case 0101.jpg & 0102.jpg.

Once you are used to the look of this code, you can upload your photo to photobucket and then
open up your html code within ebay and look for this part within the code;




Just change the name of the photo;

When you flip it over to the standard view you will see that we now have a different photo;

It's as easy as that!




By now, you will have noticed that your can create different albums within your photobucket
account.

Just underneath where you upload your photos, you will see a section to add albums. You can
use this to set up different areas, for different uses. You could have one for eBay or Oztion, one
for keeping your family pics, one for pics for your friends, a wedding or recent party....really the
uses are endless.

You can opt to share any of these albums with anyone you like. These are not open to the
general public, they are via invitation.

Using the example of a wedding, lets say you took photos for a friends wedding and want to
share this with all of the other guests.Create an album just for the wedding photos and upload the
photos to there. Now click on the "Share album" blue button.

It will take you to this screen;

You can see that, it gives you an option to send out an invitation to anyone you like. Providing
you know their email address. You even have an option to import contacts from your web based
email account (yahoo, gmail, etc, not outlook).

There is a box to check if you want a password sent to the person. That way if the URL of your
album gets out, only people who have the password can access that album.




These really are just the coolest!

Until | found that photobucket let you create your own slide shows, | was paying another company
to use theirs!

Not only can you make an attractive slideshow (some great options in the free account - heaps
more if you upgrade to Pro), but you can add your own text to it as well. | have found this very
effective in promoting a special brand, sale or message to your audience.

| can't actually insert one into this ebook, but if you take a moment to have a look (click on the
"slide show" blue button), you will see what | mean.




Click on the "create a new slideshow here" link and it will bring up all of your photos. To add them
to your slide show, simply click on each photo and it will be automatically be added.

Once you have added photos;

Click on the text box underneath each individual photos to add the text you prefer. The big photo
in the middle is a preview and a great place to catch spelling errors, before you add the slide
show to any listings.

Once you are done, click on "save slideshow".




You can then copy and paste the code into your listing, in the same way you did for the individual
photos. The line of code you need to C&P is the bottom one;




One last feature to mention, is the fact that they make it easy for you to use their photos in loads
of popular formats. Click on the "bucket links" blue button and you will see a whole range of sites,
like "My Space" that are compatible with photobucket.
